VESSEL FOR NEW LIMIT--Lloyd's Ships has researched and developed a vessel to 
meet the requirements of the new 320-kilometre fishing limit. It will be 
nearly 30 metres long and accommodate eight people. Fishing trips to the outer 
grounds will cover extended periods of one month and more, so plans include 

facilittes for processing the catch. Efficient net operation and storage, 

snap-frcezing facilities and a fishmeal plant will ensure the catch remains in 
top condition throughout the trip. The plan of the new boat is currently under 
consideration by the Research and Development Grants Board. The board supplies 
financial aid for the development of worthwhile new concepts in the boating in- 
dustry. A new bow shape to give improved flow patterns by reducing wave pres- 
sure, and a lightweight, high-strength hull fitted with special stiffeners to 
decrease vibrations are features designed to increase stability and improve fuel 
efficiency. Specially-designed nozzles and thrusters will increase manoeuvra- 
bility.

TALKS WITH JAPANESE--Canberra--Japanese involvement in the Australian fishing 

zone would be cut back over the next year because of increased catches and new 
investment by Australians, the Australian Fishing Industry Council president, 
Mr Fred Connell, said yesterday.

FISHING QUOTAS, REGULATIONS FOR HAURAKI GULF ISSUED ‘

[Excerpt] Fishing quotas and regulations gazetted today wili affect fishing in the 

Hauraki Gulf and other areas. 

The regulations will also alter restrictions on fishing methods in certain areas, 

establish reserves and increase penalties for offenses. 

The Minister of Fisheries, Mr MacIntyre said yesterday that the regulations would 

come into effect in about two weeks. 

Danish pair seining and pair trawling by fishing boats under 19 metres will be 

permitted in the Hauraki Gulf northern area 005 from March to August. 

The move will give limited seasonal access to part of the gi. lf to Whangarei fisher- 

men, who have been disputing the right to fish the zone with the ministry. 

There will be a ban on taking all forms of marine life from an area in Omaha Bay, 

north of the Tawharanui Peninsula, in the Hauraki Gulf. 

That change will consolidate the already established marine reserve around Leigh. 

Pair trawling will be prohibited in Pelorus Sound. 

Permission to retain undersized blue cod for bait is removed and provision is made 

for the minister to prohibit the taking of mussels from Jhiwa Harbour.

ARTICLE REVIEWS PARTICIPATION IN LAW OF THE SZA CONFERENCE 

Hanoi NHAN DAN in Vietnamese 8 Aug 81 p 2, 4 

[Article by Le Thanh Chung: "Vietnam and the Law of the Sea") 

[Excerpt] The draft convention with 320 clauses and 8 appendixes is a great work 
embodying positive results achieved after many years of arduous and complex 

negotiations. This draft has not yet responded to all legitimate requirements of 
socialist countries as well as national independent ones; notwithstanding, it 
fundamentally illustrates progressive views on a new legal order concerning the 

seas, in accord with political realities and scientific and technological progress 

in today's world. Due to historical circumstances, the Socialist Republic of 
Vietnam has taken part in that Law of the Sea Conference only since 1977; neverthe- 

less, it has had an opportunity to contribute to forging clauses which appropriately 
protect its own national interests while ensuring international cooperation on the 
seas. Especially, our delegation has made many contributions to devising statutes 
for exclusive economic zones and contintntal shelves, and principles by which to 

delimit the boundaries of these zones between neighboring and opposite countries; 
to devising statues for exploiting the international seabed zone; and to devising 
the structure of organs of international authority. 

However, because our participation began late in the negotiations, at a time when 

a fairly large number of problems had been basically settled, our delegation has 
not had an opportunity to contribute to discussing the nature of a few problems 

which are closely related to us, such as those concerning a s*atute for peninsular 
countries. 

Our government s declaration of 12 May 1977 on the seas and continental shelf 

of the Socialist Republic of Vietnam is in accord with the provisions of the 
present draft convention of the conference. 

The contents of the present draft convention provide us with a basis on which to 
determine concrete ways of protecting our country’s resources, and economic and 

security interests on the seas under oui national jurisdiction. 

This draft convention also provides us with a good basis on which to conduct 
negotiations with neighboring countries to solve the problem of delimiting sea 
boundaries between these countries and ours, on the basis of reciprocal respect 

for sovereignties and interests, and of equality and mutual profitability. Our 
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view on the problem of delimiting boundaries of exclusive economic zones and 

continental shelves between our country and all neighboring ones, near and far, is 
to solve it on the principle of fairmess, on the basis of concrete characteristics 
in all respects of the seas on both sides, and by applying appropriate delimitation 

methods--including even the centerline or equidistant-points method, if it leads 

to a fair settlement. 

At the conference, our delegation has many times severely condemmed the Chinese ex- 

pansionists for using force to illegally occupy the Paracel Islands, and for 
threatening to occupy the Spratly Islands which belong to Vietnam, demanded that 
they renounce the use of force and threats to use force in an attempt to dictate 

their own solutions in the dispute over territory and the delimitation of sea 
boundaries with Vietnam in the Gulf of Tonkin and on the eastern seas. 

The draft convention also provides us with good premises on which to realize 
cooperation between our country and others in the Southeast Asian region in using 
the eastern seas for purposes of peace and friendship, and for the development and 

prosperity of each country. This mutually profitable cooperation can be achieved 
through ensuring convenient air and sea routes, nursing and exploiting sources of 
marine products, including continental shelf mining, and through stimlating 
oceanographic research and protection of the sea against pollution. Ali thewe 

cooperation possibilities will contribute promisingly to turning the eastern seas 
region and the entire Southeast Asian region into a region of peace, stability, 
cooperation and prosperity, in the interest of all countries within the region, and 
in the common interest of peace in the world.

NEW POSITION FAVORS SOVEREIGNTY OVER ONLY 12 MILES

(Text) Brasilia--The Foreign Ministry is conducting a broad study of the law of 

the sea which includes Brazil's new position favoring sovereignty over only 12 
nautical miles adjacent to its coast, with the other 188 miles remaining an exclusive 
economic zone. Thus, without resorting to new decrees or other documents of that 
type, the position of intransigent supporter of the 200-mile territorial sea is set 
aside. 

The new concept would be something like knocking down the walls and letting others 

walk through the yard provided that they do not eat the fruit in the orchard. 
According to Foreign Minister Saraiva Guerreiro, the ministry is not thinking of 
unilateral legislation. What is being prepared is a complex document with about 320 
articles that deals with all aspects of the sea: territorial sea, exclusive economic 

zone, continental shelf, continental margin, system and mechanism for exploitation 

of the seabed and the status of straits and archipelagos. 

Chasm 

There is a veritable chasm between the climate of euphoria of 1970--when the Medici 
government disseminated its “economic miracle" and under the pretext of national 
security decreed the extended territorial sea (Decree-L >w 1,098/70)--and the discreet 
atmosphere of today, when the UN Conference on the Law of the Sea itself runs the 
risk of stagnation. 

As one of the greatest Brazilian authorities on the subject, Foreign Minister Saraiva 

Guerreiro maintains that the 1970 position was not absurd. It was a legitimate bar- 

gaining position: to ask for the maximum in order to gain the reasonable, a position 

that today is on the way to becomimg victorious. 

"When Brazil adopted the 200-mile territorial sea," said the minister, "that position 
was perfectly justifiable, fitting and even necessary. In fact, it was a way of 

preserving our interests." 

However, Guerreiro did not comment on the promotional excesses, diametrically contrary 

to his temperament, that surrounded the decreeing of the 200-mile limit by the Medici 

government, in sharp contrast to the discretion with which the Foreign Ministry irc 
handling the matter today. 
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At that time, there were only five countries--Brazil, Panama, Ecuador, Peru and 

Guinea-Bissau--in a typically territorialist position (absolute sovereignty over all 
of the 200 miles contiguous to their coast). Half a dozen other Latin American coun- 
tries claimed jurisdiction over the same stretch of a territorial sea not identified 
in the classic sense. For example, Argentina had a sovereign zone with freedom of 

navigation up to 200 miles, while its rival in the Beagle Channel, Chile, already en- 

joyed a patrimonial sea zone in practice (a small territorial sea and a zone of 
preservation and exploitation of resources) even before such a concept was inter- 
natiorially known. 

On the other hand, almost all of the sea powers still clung to the territorial sea 

of only 3 miles (the distance of an average cannon shot), without accepting anything 

other than special fishing agreements for specific purposes. 

The Shrimp War 

Ic was in the light of that concept, for exampie, that the Brazil of President Medici, 
with Gibson Barbosa as foreign minister, negotiated the text of an agreement (or 
disagreement) on shrimp fishing, in one of the twin salons of the Palace of the 
Arches in Brasilia. 

The lack of agreement between the two sides was so great that the final text of that 
“agreement,” was in fact comprised of two separate papers in which each of the two 

signatories outlined its position of principle in opposition to the other, consti- 
tuting a document of confrontation instead of a protocol of agreement. But it was 
thanks to that that the incidents with the American-flag fishing boats, which al- 
ready operated openly in the shrimp fishing banks of the coast of Maranhao and Amapa, 

were eased. 

The pattern of "consented" apprehension and the imposition of a fine with confiscation 

of the cargo was established, without each case becoming a new diplomatic incident 

between Brasilia and Washington. At that same time, other agreements of the same 
kind were reached with Trinidad and Tobago and Surinam. The attempt at negotiation 

made by the Japanese, also regular frequenters of the Northeastern banks, failed. 
Ironically, the leader of the Srazilian negotiating group, diplomat Ronaldo Costa, 

is today the Brazilian ambe2ssador to Tokyo. 

Foreign Minister Saraiva Guerreiro today still maintains that Brazil acted correctly 
when it adopted its 200 miles according to the classic pattern: 

"We could have either drafte‘ legislation that would be adpated in detail to what 
we believed to be essential, or simply taken the institution that already existed, 

as we have just done. But whether we had extended the territorial sea to 200 miles, 

as we did, or had adopted intermediate special legislation, in either case, the third 

powers would not have recognized it." 

Libya Does Not Recognize the 200-Mile Limit 

Brasilia--Foreign Minister specialists expressed sarcasm over Libya's alleged defense 
of the 200-mile territorial sea thesis in the case of the clash of its planes with 

the U.S. fighters from the "Nimitz," when in fact the position of the Tripoli govern- 
ment--despite the excited attitude of Colonel Muammar Qadhdhafi--favors territorial 
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seas of only 12 nautical miles, according to the consensus of African countries which 
met in Yaounde (Camaroon) in June 1972. 

According to the diplomats who have been following the incident in the Mediterranean, 

instead of a territorial sea and air space extending 200 miles from its coasts, what 

Libya and the United States are actually discussing is the description of the Bay of 
Sidra, when the Thursday clash occurred, as “Libyan internal waters," over which the 
intrusion of the American Tomcat jets is not imaginable under any preteat. 

Although Brazil is evolving toward the more current concept of the sovereign terri- 
torial sea of only 12 miles (like that which the majority of the African countries 
alreacy adopted since 1972), with en adjacent belt of 188 miles of the so-called 

patrimonial sea where the rights of the coastal state would prevail only with regard 
to the exploitation of economic resources, it still retains intact its support of che 
200-mile (360.4 kilometers) territorial sea under an extremely strict formula con- 
ceived to guarantee the defense of the coast against unauthorized fishing and the in- 

trusion of foreign military ships.

SURINAME LEGAL ACTION--Five Guyanese trawler captains who were charged by the 
Suriname authorities for allegedly fishing in Suriname territorial waters have 
been convicted and fined a total of 250,000 Dutch guilders and their vessels 
have been confiscated. The decision was given by the Suriname court Saturday 
after the court reserved decision in the trial on Thursday. Each of the cap- 
tains was ordered to pay a fine of fifty thousand guilders and their vessels 
valued at 1.7 million (Guyana) dollars have been forfeited by the authorities. 

The captains against whom the decision have been taken are Douglas DeAbreu, 
Raymond Gonsalves, Maurice Niles, John Edwards all of Guyana Seafoods Limited. 
The men who were held on July 8 along with 13 Guyanese crew members were repre- 
sented at the trial by a top lawyer from Suriname and the hearing of the case 
was attended by senior officials from the two fishing companies. The 13 member 

crew were in jail for two weeks before they were given suspended sentences. 

"Since then they have returned home but their captains are still in custody in 
Suriname awaiting the payment of the fines. Meanwhile, another Guyanese ves- 
sel is reported to have been held by the Suriname authorities two weeks ago. 
The vessel which is said to belong to Hemnarine Gopaul of No 67 Village Coren- 
tyne was fishing in the Atlantic Ocean when it was held along with a three mem- 
ber crew.

COMMENTARY LINKS LIBYA-U.S. INCIDENT, LOS MEETING

[Text] Ina military conflict between Libya and the United States, the obvious 
fact of the uneven balance of power clearly indicates the probable victor. The 

news of the shooting down of two Libyan fighter planes by eight American warplanes 
around the Gulf of Sidra was therefore not surprising. The incident occurred last 
week and has been condemned as an act of aggression against Libya by the Soviet 
Union, the OAU and some Arab countries. 

The Gulf of Sidr lies off the Libyan coast on the Mediterranean Sea. Libya claiuas 

as much as 60 miles of the Mediterranean coast as its territorial waters and this 

includes the Gulf of Sidr. 

There are two important issues to the whole controversy that relate directly to 
the conflict in the Gulf. The first is the fact that there are presently no 

generally accepted international conventions defining the limits of a nation's 
cerritorial waters. The two Law of the Sea conventions of 1968 on the continental 
shelf of the seabed and the exploitation of the resources of the ocean floor have 
never received the blessing of the international community. In spite of this, 

12 nautical miles is commonly regarded as the area constituting the territorial 
waters of any given nation. 

However, it is not Libya alone that makes claims tc waters beyond that limit. The 

discovering of oil in the continental shelf of the ocean in several areas has 
brought many nations to extend their territorial waters unilaterally. 4" «sample 

is the dispute over fishing rights in the North Sea betwee: Britain and Iceland. 
Another is the dispute claim to the Island of Gibraltar between Britain and Spain 
which caused King Juan Carlos of Spain to boycott the recent wedding of 
Prince Charles, because the Royal couple were to begin their honeymoor cruise on 

the island. 

That the United Nations Law of the Sea conference has been going on for so long 

without arriving at an acceptable agreement is due largely to the intricate 
nature of ihe subject. The current session of the conference held in Geneva 
has been prevented from reaching a concensus because the Reagan administration 
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has sought for more time to review the stand of its predecessors. It could there- 

fore be stated that until the United Nations conference on the Law of the Sea is 
able to resolve the issues involved, the controversial Libyan claim on the Gulf of 
Sidr is not a contravention of any international convention. The Libyans can 
therefore claim that last week's shooting incident was an act of provocation and 

aggression by the United States. 

The second important point is the prevailing nature of relations between the two 

countries. Libya and the United States are not friendly countries. Last May, 
there was a formal break in diplomatic relations between them. The Americans 

regard the Libyan leader, Col Muammar al-Qadhdhafi, as the tost dangerous man 
in the world. An in the words of Chester Crocker, Reagan undersecretary of 

state for African affairs, al-Qadhdhafi is probably the most potent and disastrous 
source of destabilization in Africa. That is why the Americans were quick at 
committing the diplomatic blunder of denouncing the decision of the OAU to hold 

its next sumait in Tripoli, because they would be uncomfortable dealing with 
al-Qadhdahfi as chairman of the OAU. 

Colonel al-Qadhdhafi is no doubt an enigmatic and complex personality that defies 
easy acceptance. However, one thing is clear, he is an Islamic fundamentalist 
who is also greatly obsessed abcut the need for Arab unity. In addition, 

al-Qarihdhafi is a declared opponent of Western imperialism and beside Fidel Castro 
of Cuba, and the Ayatollah Khomeyni of Iran, he is the one man who has stood up to 

Washington and resisted all attempts to unseat him. In this regard, Colonal 

al-Qadhdhafi will be remembered as the man who sent the British packing from their 

military base in Benghazi and in 1972 ordered the Americans out of the Wheelus Base. 
Besides, he was the man who early in his reign ordered Western oil exploration 
companies out of Libya, thereby making them to agree to his own terms. He has also 

continued to lean towards the Soviet Union and to buy arms from Moscow, but has in 
spite of this asserted his independence and nationalism by refusing the Soviets 

military bases in Libya. 

Leaving this background, our concern in the shooting incident in the Gulf of Sidr 
is not who is i ght or wrong. The fact is that the incident could have been avoided 
by both sides if they had been more cautious in the words and actions. 

However, the ultimate solution to the future occurrence of such incident is a proper 

definition of the limits of natioual waters and the rights of all nations in 
international waters. The conflict of the Gulf of Sidr should further compel the 
United Nations Law of the Sea conference into arriving at a concensus.

DANISH-NORWEGIAN FISHERY ‘TRUCE'--On Monday Denmark and Norway agreed on an in- 
terim fiching arrangement in the disputed area off the rocky Norwegian Jan Mayen 
Island. The interim agreement, reached as a result of bureaucratic negotiations 

in Oslo, involves no changes in tue present situation. Thus Danish fishermen can 
continue to fish for capelin in the waters between East Greenland and Jan Mayen. 
The two governments will now set up « round of talks in Copenhagen next month in 

which an effort will be made to solve boundary problems. At Monday's meeting in 
the Norwegian capital it was agreed that both Norwegian and Danish inspection 

ships operating in the area will act with restraint, thus avoiding an intensifi- 
cation of the conflict. The Norwegian press agency NIB revealed that the Norwe- 

gian coastal inspection service will continue to register Danish vessels and warn 
them against fishing in the disputed waters but no Danish fishermen will be shown 

away from the fishing sites. The chairman of the Hirtshals Fishi:g Association, 
Poul Pedersen, said Monday that four or five Danish cutters are currently fishing 
for capelin but that they are being bothered by a lot of pack ice. In relation 

to the Danish-Norwegian meeting of foreign ministers last week in Copenhagen the 
talks Monday did not bring the two Nordic brother lands closer to a solution of 
the boundary dispute. Both sides seem to be sticking to their respective claims 
and in a press release from the Danish Foreign Ministry it was stressed tha* “the 

two sides are inclined to maintain the status quo in the area.” [Text] [Copen-

DANISH FISHERIES INSPECTION OFF GREENLAND STRENGTHENED 

Godthaab GRONLANDSPOSTEN in Danish 19 Aug 81 p 18 

[Text | Two new helicopters this fall and a new inspection 
plane next year will conclude the modernization of the 
Greenland inspection program. 

The modernization and expansion of the Danish fisheries inspection in Greenland 
which began in 1978 will be concluded in 1962. At that time the capacity of the 
inspection system at sea and in the air will hav~ been doubled. Investment in 
the totel Danish inspection service will run up -© around 330 million kroner just 
for 3 new inspection planes and 8 helicopters. EC ies made a one-time appropria- 
tion of 70 million kroner. 

Commander B. E. Larsen of the armed forces command told GRONLANDSPOSTEN that 

Greenland fisheries inspection currently has two large inspection ships, three 
inspection cutters and one Hercules transport plane. There is an Alouette heli- 

copter on each inspection ship. 

Lynx Helicopters tor Greenland 

During the fall the two Alouette helicopters will be replaced by just purchased 
English Lynx helicopters and next year the Hercules plane will be replaced by « 
special surveillance plane of the Gulfstream type. 

"When this expansion has been completed the inspection capacity in Greenland 
waters will have doubled compared to 1977," said Commander Carlsen. “In 1977 
the number of ‘ship days’ off Greenlacd totaled 346. In 1982 the inspection will 

go up to 711 ‘ship days.’ In 1977 the inspection service flew 503 hours. In 
1962 we can fly 1000 hours with the new Gulfstream planes. We regard an inspec- 

tion capacity of this size as completely satisfactory for insuring effective con- 

trol over what is going on in Greenland waters.” 

No Role Played by EC Membership 

With regard to inspection activity in Greenland waters at the moment Commander 
Carlsen said that in July 18-20 West German trawlers were observed fishing for 
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cod off East Greenland. Shrimp fishing was underway off West Greenland. In 

addition to Greenland shrimp trawlers close to 30 shrimp trawlers from Denmark, 
the Faeroes, Norway and France were observed in July. 

Has the modernization of the inspection service been aimed at the possibility 

that Greenland might leave EC? 

“The fisheries inspection service would have to cover the same territory whether 

Greenland is a member of EC or not. The jobs would just be a little different,” 
concluded Commander 8. E. Carisen. 
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
